e (iving is an expression of the love one has for Jesus.
e It is aresult of our thanksgiving and praise to God.

4. The Lord deserves the very best.

“...In my devotion to the temple of my God, [ now give my personal
treasures of Gold and Silver for the temple of my God, over and
above everything I have provided for this holy temple.”
